VIDEO CAPSULE ENDOSCOPY (VCE) 

Post-procedural information

· Pain is rare following Video Capsule Endoscopy. Should you experience any pain following the test, please contact the unit.

· You may resume your normal diet following this test.

· You may resume your normal activities including exercise.

· You may resume taking your medications that may have been stopped before having the test. Do not make up for doses you have missed. Just begin your normal dosage when it is due.

· Until you have passed the capsule any type of test that requires Magnetic Resonance Imaging (MRI) must be avoided. If you have an MRI scheduled please let us know or post pone the MRI.

· If you are unsure of having passed the capsule please discuss with your doctor, who may organise an abdominal x-ray to confirm if the capsule has been passed (unnoticed) or not.

· You do not need to retrieve the capsule or return it to the unit as it can safely be flushed down the toilet. Occasionally the capsule may still be flashing when it passes. This is of no importance.

· The capsule passes naturally in your bowel motion.
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
